5.	Merge onto I-280 North for 0.2 mile
6.	Take the Foothill Expressway exit toward 

Grant Road for 0.2 mile
7.	Keep right at the fork in the ramp
8.	Merge onto Foothill Expressway for 0.9 mile
9.	Turn slight right onto Grant Road for 1.0 mile

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Parking Permit
Parking permits must now be ordered online at 
www.deanza.edu. A small convenience fee will be 
charged when ordered and paid for online. If you 
wish to forgo the convenience fee, you may pay for 
the permit at the Cashier’s Office in the Student and 
Community Services Building but the permit must still 
be ordered online. Either way, a temporary permit valid 
for 15 calendar days will be immediately available to you. 
The permanent permit will be mailed to your home.
 A quarterly, static-cling permit (transferable between 
vehicles) or a permanent, bumper-type permit for Spring 
Quarter (valid from March 6, 2011 through July 3, 2011)  
costs $26.65. A permanent, bumper-type permit is 
available for motorcycles and costs $15. It is valid for 
the same dates as the quarterly static cling permit for 
vehicles.
 It is important to read the instructions on the mailer. 
Purchase of a parking permit is not a guarantee of an 
available space. There is no free replacement for lost, 
stolen or damaged permits.

One-day Parking Permit
If you drive a car that has no permit, or you don’t drive to 
the main campus on a regular basis, you can purchase 
one-day parking permits for $2 from yellow machines 
that are located in every student lot and both parking 
structures. They will accept nickels, dimes, quarters 
and dollar bills.
 One-day parking permits are valid in student lots 
only.

Parking Regulations
All parking requires a paid fee or permit from 7 a.m. to 
10 p.m. seven days a week. (Regulations in staff lots are 
enforced the same hours as above.) One-day permits 
are available for $2 from machines in every student lot 
including the two parking structures. Full-quarter and 
annual permits must be ordered online and then paid 

for either online or at the Cashier’s Office in the Student 
and Community Services Building. Further information 
is available at the Foothill-De Anza District Police- 
De Anza Division located on the lower level, east side 
of the Hinson Campus Center.

Avoid Parking Citations on Campus
n	 Purchase a current quarterly permit and display it 

properly.
n	 Give yourself more time before class to park during 

the first two weeks of every quarter, and on flea-market 
Saturdays.

n	 WHITE painted stalls designate student parking. 
YELLOW painted stalls are for staff parking only. 
HANDICAPPED parking areas require a handicapped 
placard from the DMV.

n	 Park only in a marked stall.
n	 Do not back in to a stall.
n	 Overnight parking is not permitted.

Alternate Transportation
For alternate transportation, see the AlTrans information 
area in the Hinson Campus Center in the lower level 
hallway.
