A key feature of the event will be the ceremonial presentation of Promise-branded 

graduation stoles, which students can wear at commencement to proudly represent their 

achievement and involvement in this transformative program. 

Background and Purpose: 

The De Anza College Promise Program is a critical equity initiative that supports student access 

and success by removing financial barriers to education. By covering tuition and providing 

essential academic support, the program empowers hundreds of students each year—many of 

whom are first-generation college students, low-income, or from historically underrepresented 

communities. 

This year marks our first in-person graduation celebration since the inception of the program 

in 2018. We aim to host a memorable and meaningful event that brings together students, 

staff, and supporters to recognize this major milestone.
