5. FOREWORD:
NURS 91P - Pharmacology I provides the basic foundation required for entry in the field of
nursing. Legal / ethical issues and safety principles will be stressed through this course as an
integral part of nursing practice. Beginning teaching/learning principles will be explored to assist
the student to use effective technics in self-care. The nursing process is used as a basis for all client
interactions and Orem’s model is integrated into this process.

Apply concepts of drug/drug interactions, drug/food interactions and drug focused patient
teaching to pharmacological agents affecting the central and peripheral nervous systems,
endocrine system, and blood pressure regulation.

Demonstrate correct calculations of doses of medications for medical/ surgical adult
patients.

The student will:

Evaluate disease, patient problems, needs and trends of data necessary for
pharmacological management of the acutely ill adult patient.

Use information and technology to communicate, manage knowledge, mitigate error, and
support decision-making in relation to medication management of the acutely ill adult
patient.

Describe the role of the registered nurse in influencing the behavior of individuals or
groups of individuals, including acutely ill adult patients receiving medication, within
their environment in a way that facilitates the establishment and acquisition of shared
goals.

Examine the identification, evaluation, and integration of the best current evidence with
clinical expertise and consideration of patient preference, experience, and values in
making practice decisions within the context of administering medication to acutely ill
adults.

Examine accountability for and approaches to patient/ family centered care that is
consistent with moral, altruistic, legal, ethical, regulatory, and humanistic principles,
within the context of administering medication to acutely 1ll adults.
